cases to 32 cases from 
week 7 to week 8.  

• Influenza is still occurring 
in LA County – late season 
peaks are not uncommon. 

• 2 out of the 3 pediatric 
cases during week 8 were 
positive for Influenza B.

In the News 
New Recommendations for the 
2007-2008 Influenza Vaccine 
The WHO is recommending changing the 
influenza A/H1N1 strain in the vaccine for 
the first time since the 2000-01 season. 
The agency recommends replacing the 
New Caledonia strain with a Solomon 
Islands strain of H1N1.  The other two 
recommended strains remain the same as 
last year (Wisconsin strain of influenza 
A/H3N2 and Malaysia strain of influenza 
B).

Influenza Activity:  CA & USA  
 

California:  Inpatient ILI data in Southern 
California increased slightly in Week 7 (2/11-
2/17/07).  Statewide, outpatient ILI decreased 
and influenza activity remained regional.   

United States:  Influenza activity continued to 
increase during week 7.  Regional or widespread 
activity increased from 33 states in week 6 to 
38 states in week 7.
