The 2012 case count is the second highest since WNV appeared
in LAC in 2003. Most WNV cases resided in the San Fernando and
San Gabriel Valley areas. Peak onset occurred throughout
September and October. The last case had an onset on
11/25/2012, which is the latest onset ever documented in LAC.
Statewide, 471 human cases were reported in 31 counties.
Nationally, the number of WNV cases reported, 5387, is also the
highest since  2003.
