— A nasopharyngeal (NP) swab is the optimal

— collected within the first 4 days of symptom onset
* Norovirus

— Requires fresh (unfrozen) stool

— Stool should be obtained from ill individuals

— |deally within 48-72 hrs. post onset

— Must be kept refrigerated

e Scabies — skin scraping
