The number of West Nile virus cases in Los Angeles County continues to increase.  
As of mid-August, 53 cases of West Nile disease have been identified in our county, including one fatality.
Cases presenting with neuroinvasive diseases tend to be older (median age 58 years, range 20-91 years) than
those with West Nile Fever (median age 47 years, range 9-91 years).
