L. ROLL CALL
Roll call was taken at 12:14 P.M. and a quorum was present.

I1. COLLOQUIA PRESENTATION - “Harassment, Discrimination, Violence and Illicit
Drug Use among YMSM™
Jae Lee, Center for HIV Prevention and Treatment Services (CHIPTS), introduced Dr. Carolyn
F. Wong and George Weiss, Childrens Hospital Los Angeles who provided a presentation on
the Healthy Young Men’s (HYM) Study. As part of the HYM Study, a longitudinal study
conducted with an ethnically diverse cohort of YMSM in Los Angeles, these experiences were
examined: Intimate Partner Violence (IPV), Homophobia and Racism, severe violence in the
home when growing up (e.g. required medical attention), histories of sexual assault, and the
impact of these experiences on their involvement in illicit drug use. Results indicate that
experiences of physical IPV or severe homophobia were related to greater change of illicit drug
use. African American YMSM and Latino YMSM of Mexican descent were significantly less

likely to use illicit drugs; however, greater experience of social/sexual racism, in particular for
African American YMSM, significantly predicted greater likelihood for illicit drug use.
