INSECT AND RODENT PLANS

1. Camps shall have a plan and equipment for coping with excessive numbers of flies, mosquitoes and other insects, and rodents. 
2. If a children’s camp is experiencing problems with controlling insects and rodents, the Department may require the camp to submit a plan to correct the problem.  
3. At times or places where a special risk of disease transmission to humans from insects, rodents, or other animals exists, the children’s camp shall institute special measures, under the guidance of the Department, to protect campers. 
4. This plan shall be updated as often as necessary.  Notify the Department of Public Health when updates are made.
