Dear Administrator,

The Los Angeles County Department of Public Health (Public Health) has identified at least one person with measles who was present at [NAME OF EXPOSURE SITE]. Individuals at this facility may have been exposed to measles. The exposure(s) occurred on [TYPE EXPOSURE DATE(S)].

Los Angeles Department of Public Health will direct the management of this exposure until the investigation is closed by Public Health. A rapid response to measles is critical to control the spread of disease at this facility. We appreciate your cooperation with our team during this important investigation.

NOTE: Per the California Code of Regulations (Title 17; CCR § 2500), a suspicion of measles disease is reportable to the local health department immediately by telephone. Additionally, individuals, facilities, and medical providers are required by law to work with their local health department in identifying all possible contacts and providing all requested information to prevent disease spread at the exposed site and in the community. Individual patient/staff member authorization is not needed before providing Public Health all requested information and does not subject you or your facility to legal liability in any way. Failure or delays to comply with a Public Health investigation may require elevating the matter to the Local, State, and Federal authorities. 

[bookmark: _Hlk160182907]Public Health requires your facility take the following immediate actions:
· Identify a staff member to be a liaison with Public Health to provide notifications to individuals at your facility and timely updates to Public Health about sick or exposed individuals identified by your site. 
· Work with the assigned Public Health Nurse (PHN) to provide all requested information to Public Health in a timely manner. The PHN will communicate with your site via email, telephone, or in-person visit. 
· Public Health will request that you complete and submit a line list to identify all individuals potentially exposed to the measles case. If available, Public Health may provide you with additional information to help identify persons with highest risk of exposure.
· Ensure that exposed staff immediately respond to calls and messages from Public Health.
· Ensure that exposed staff understand that if they have NOT been vaccinated against measles, they are at very high risk of getting measles and MUST stay home until Public Health clears them to resume normal activities. 
· Ensure that any exposed staff that has already been vaccinated against measles have their vaccination records on hand to immediately present to the Public Health team so they can be cleared to resume normal activities.
· Please ensure that any staff that has been excluded from work as part of this investigation do NOT return to work until Public Health has cleared them to return.
· If anyone at your facility thinks they may have measles symptoms, they should contact the PHN immediately. Please advise sick individuals to go home immediately and see their medical provider right away to be evaluated for measles. They should call their provider first before going to see them and let them know of the measles exposure so the provider’s office can take steps to prevent spread in the medical office. 

Public Health will take the following immediate actions:
· Provide you with all exposure notification letters and resources for exposed individuals.
· Reach out to exposed persons at this facility via phone (or in-person visit, if they cannot reach them by phone) to determine whether they are (1) at high risk of developing serious disease; (2) in settings with persons at high risk of serious disease (e.g., healthcare facilities, infant daycare); (3) protected against measles based on vaccination status, prior infection status, or other criteria. Based on this information, Public Health will determine the interventions needed, which will include: 
· Identifying persons who are eligible to receive post-exposure prophylaxis to reduce their risk of getting measles after an exposure. 
· Requesting exposed persons to provide proof of immunity so they can be cleared to resume normal activities. 
· Scheduling laboratory tests to determine whether the exposed person is immune or has measles. If needed, Public Health will coordinate with your facility to obtain needed specimens for testing.
· Monitoring exposed persons for symptoms until [CLICK OR ENTER DATE].
· Providing a list of exposed individuals that should be excluded from the facility during the investigation because they are at high-risk of disease and/or not protected from measles. 
· Providing a list of exposed individuals that are cleared to return to work at various points during the investigation.
· If Public Health is unable to reach the exposed employee, our team will coordinate with your facility to schedule a visit to reach them at work.
· Public Health will determine when the investigation is complete and will notify your site and close the investigation at that time.
