Apples

Book:
The Giving Tree by Shel Silverstein
Nutrition Link: Key concepts: 

1. Apples are a fruit that grows on trees. 

2. They can be red, yellow or green and they are full of fiber and Vitamin C.  

3. Fiber acts like a sponge when we eat it so it cleans out our system and Vitamin C helps heal our wounds, keeps our gums healthy, and helps keep us from getting sick.  

Objective:
Children will be able to classify, measure, and pattern the apples.
Supplies:
Red, yellow, and green pom-poms (3 different sizes per color), 6 foil pie plates, large construction paper tree (laminated), 6 colored construction paper apples (2 red – 2 yellow – 2 green) with labeled colors (red – yellow – green) & varying in size (big – medium – little), tweezers, & tape
Directions:
Tape the laminated tree to the center of the table.  Place the red, yellow, and green pom-poms on the tree to represent the different colored apples.  Attach each labeled apples to the different pie plates.  

The children will use the tweezers to pick each apple off the tree and sort it into its corresponding container, sorting according to either colors or sizes.
Teacher will ask one student to bring her the pan of large apples.  She will then ask another to bring her the medium apples and the third child to bring her the smaller apples.

Teacher will lay out a pattern line using red, yellow, green pom-poms and the children will try to duplicate the pattern.

The students will make their own patterns of sorting by color and size.
