Harvest of the Month—HOTM Student Art Posters 

Describe your activity/resource:  
At the beginning of the school year, K-6th grade teachers sign up to participate in our annual Harvest of the Month Art Contest. Students are asked to select one or more of the pre-selected produce that will be presented during the school year and create art. At the end of a given period, teachers turn in the art, we judge the art and winners are selected. The winning students receive recognition, a certificate and a NERI item. The artwork is then made into 11x17 posters and displayed in various locations such as the principal offices, classrooms, cafeterias, district lobby, Nutrition Services office, NMUSD web site, etc. These posters are also used to promote the monthly Harvest of the Month produce. 

How long does the activity last and is it a single event or a series of events?  
This activity is a one time event and lasts over a 1 – 2 month period. This includes teachers signing up to participate, creation of artwork, judging and distributing certificate and prizes.

1,139 students submitted posters

The parent and teachers newsletters and produce are distributed throughout the school year. Each poster displayed coincides with that month’s featured HOTM produce.

Evaluation Method 
We received positive verbal feedback from students, teachers, nurses and cafeteria managers. Cafeteria managers appreciated the posters because it is an easy way to decorate the cafeteria and support Harvest of the Month. In addition, the students enjoy seeing their art work posted at school. For example, one of the Managers at College Park Elementary states she enjoyed hearing the students ‘ooooooh and ahhhhhhhhh’ about the posters and she loves the positive messages that encourage students to try different fruits and vegetables. She wants this to be a yearly activity.
